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Brief: 
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Painting by Robert Rauschenberg
Aims. 

· To explore use of oil paint with mixed media, collage and assemblage.
· Texture contrasts.

·  To develop interpretation and conceptual skills centred on cities, grids and structures

Week 1

Research at home/studio:
Gather images of the city. Your own photos, references from magazines, etc. 

Prepare a range of painted textured surfaces on paper/ card using acrylic and mixed media. At least 12 different painted surfaces.  
Concentrate on texture, tone and a personal sense of colour that reflects your theme. 

Collect a range of found textured surfaces that are shiny, dull, soft, hard, rough, smooth.

Develop compositional thumbnails in sketchbook.

Bring the above to next class. 
Weeks 2 – 3
Specifications: 
Develop a series of 2 compositional studies exploring

the theme of the ‘city’. The paintings will be inspired by an interpretation of the city, its texture and its architecture structures and urban references. 
The two compositions will be the same dimensions: 100 cm (height) X 40 - 60 cm (width). Use prepared brown paper, card or compositional board or found surface. Paper may also be glued to board for support.
Work with the vertical format.
Develop your theme integrating collaged/ assemblage elements.

Focus on using elements that suggest texture.

Develop three texture contrasts in each piece.

a) Rough/ Smooth

b) Shiny/ dull or Soft / hard

Complete for midyear assessment. 18-19 June
Assessment: 

Resolve the composition based on the city. 

What elements dominate?

Resolve  three different texture contrasts. 

Think about choice of materials.

Demonstrate a developed concept working in a series of three paintings. How is your painting different, unique?

Demonstrate understanding of merging paint with collage/ assemblage elements. 

Have a look at the Robert Rauschenberg painting as inspiration on integrating paint with assemblage.
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
